NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
1. GENERAL INFORMATION
1.1 Association

These grants are received for use
in an identified project or activity and such funds are held in a restricted fund account and transferred
to the Statement of Income to match with expenses incurred in respect of that identified project.
Unutilized funds are held in the respective fund accounts and included under accumulated fund in the
Statement of Financial position until such time as they are required.
